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The Sanctuary Crucifix — Memorial Possibility

Our beautiful church is an artistic masterpiece in many ways. Much of its beauty was envisioned and cre-
ated through the efforts of Father Francis Sokol who was the beloved pastor of Sacred Heart from 1944 to
1970. Shortly after the Second World War he desired to renew the interior of our church. This desire led
the parishioners of that time to donate the necessary funds to add all the marble work which we see in the
church from the former baptistry area, the vestibule floor, as well as all the marble in the sanctuary and on
the walls. Additionally, the marble framed mosaic Stations of the Cross were also added during this time.

Although most of the renovation work was done in marble, Father Sokol chose to grace the Sanctuary
walls with a wooden reredos perhaps as a gesture to his and the parishioners’ Polish heritage as most of the
churches in Poland do not contain marble but beautiful carved wooden fixtures.

The central piece of this reredos was a beautiful five-foot hand carved image of Christ crucified attached to
a wooden cross which is carved into the reredos. It really was a work of art. When I first arrived at the
parish I began a search for this image of Christ which had been removed and replaced with the crucifix
which hung in the former Our Mother of Sorrows Church. It was my hope to reinstall this artistic master-
piece. Unfortunately, the few leads I had to regain that beautiful corpus turned out to be dead ends.

I would like to remove the present crucifix and replace it with a wood carved hand painted corpus to be
installed on the original carved cross in the reredos which is hidden behind the present crucifix.

I would like to undertake this project for a few reasons:

a.  the corpus on the crucifix is made of plaster and all the other images in the sanctuary are either
carved wood or marble.

b.  The corpus on the present cross is disproportionate in size to the sanctuary. The original wooden
corpus was five feet tall. The present plaster image is 20 inches shorter than the original image of
Christ which hung in the sanctuary.

c.  Ibelieve that the crucifix is an inferior work of art compared to all the rest of the beautiful statuary
we have in the church.

d.  Inlight of the upcoming one hundredth anniversary of the building of the church, I would like to
make this change which I believe will enhance the sanctuary.

The cost of the five-foot wood carved and hand painted Corpus which I would like to get will cost
$8,000.00. It is called a Pisa Corpus and comes from Italy.

If anyone would like to memorialize a deceased family member by donating the funds necessary to
purchase the corpus, please contact me.
