About the Forty Hours 

The 40 Hours Devotion is 40 hours of prayer 
before the exposed Blessed Sacrament, 
where we come face-to-face with Our Lord. 
This devotion is also widely known as Forty 
Hours Prayer and Forty Hours Adoration. 
The selection of 40 as the number of hours 

the faithful pray and the Blessed Sacrament is exposed outside the tabernacle is 
likely because that was the number of hours  Our Lord spent in the tomb between 
His death and resurrection. The number 40 is found   repeatedly throughout the 
Old and New Testaments, including: the number of days Our Lord fasted and was 
tempted in the wilderness, the days of rain causing the great flood during Noah’s 
time, and the years of journey the Israelites wandered in the desert. For over 500 
years one of the most beautiful of all Catholic  devotions has been the one known  
as Forty Hours. The Blessed Sacrament is   solemnly exposed for 40 hours outside 
the tabernacle and continuously adored by the faithful. 
 

Our 40 Hours celebration will begin next Sunday.  Father Frank Guiffre and the 7 
spirituality year seminarians who live at the former St. Matthew Convent in         
Conshohocken will join us for the 10:15 Mass.   
 

As we have done for the last few years, we will have nocturnal adoration.  The 
Church will be open all through the night for prayer.  The Knights of Columbus will 
assist us with covering these hours but all “night owls” are especially encouraged 
to sign up for the late hours to assure that the Blessed Sacrament is not left         
unattended.

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The Story of 40 Hours by Fr. Puelo 

The late Fr. Gus Puleo published the following essay on 40 Hours  
devotion last November. Because he was well known in our          
community, we would like to share his thoughts with you.   

This past week we celebrated 40 hours at St. Charles Borromeo Seminary.  This is a wonder-
ful time of the year for prayer and spiritual readings.  This special devotion is a special forty
-hour period of continuous prayer made before the Blessed Sacrament in solemn exposition. 

The focus of this devotion is on the Holy Eucharist.  As Catholics we firmly believe the words 
of Jesus Christ, “I myself am the living bread come down from Heaven.  If anyone eats this 
bread, he shall live forever; the bread I will give is my flesh for the life of the world” (John 
6:51).  Emphasizing the real presence of the Lord in the Blessed Sacrament, the Vatican 
Council II defined how the Holy Eucharist is “the source and summit of the Catholic 
life” (Lumen Gentium, #11). 

Of course, the Mass is the central act of worship for Catholics, an act which participates in 
the eternal reality of our Lord’s passion, death and resurrection.  However, Vatican II         
encouraged the adoration of the Blessed Sacrament outside of Mass.  This devotion derives 
from the holy sacrifice of the Mass and moves one to both sacramental and spiritual       
communion with Jesus (Eucharisticum Mysterium, #50).  Saint John Paul II had repeatedly 
recommended public and private devotion of the Blessed Sacrament, especially during    
processions on the Feast of Corpus Christi and the 40 Hours Devotion. 

The number “forty” has always signified an important and sacred period of time in the     
Bible:  the rains during the time of Noah lasted 40 days and nights; the Jews wandered 
through the desert for 40 years, Jesus fasted and prayed for 40 days before beginning His 
public ministry.  The 40 Hours Devotion always remembers the traditional forty-hour period 
from our Lord’s burial until his resurrection.  Actually, in the Middle Ages, the Blessed     
Sacrament was transferred to the repository, “the Easter Sepulcher,” for this period of time 
to show our Lord’s time in the tomb. 

The Forty Hours Devotion begins with a Solemn Mass of Exposition, which concludes with 
the exposition of the Blessed Sacrament and a procession.  The Blessed Sacrament is placed 
on the altar in a monstrance.  During the next 40 hours, the faithful gather for personal or 
public prayer in adoring Jesus Christ.  At the end of devotions, the Mass of Reposition is    
celebrated again concluding with a procession, benediction and final reposition of the 
Blessed Sacrament.  There are three special dimensions about this devotion:  the protection 
from evil and temptation, reparation for our sin and the souls in Purgatory, and deliverance 
from political, and spiritual calamities. 

The practice of Forty Hours originated in Milan about 1530 by Saint Anthony Mary Zaccaria 
and Vicenza.  In 1539 Pope Paul III responded to a call from the Archdiocese of Milan asking 
for them to permit this practice:   
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“Since our beloved son the Vicar General of the Archbishop of Milan, at the prayer of the  
inhabitants of the city in order to appease the anger of God provoked by the offenses of 
Christians and in order to stop the Turks who were pressing forward to the destruction of 
Christendom has established prayers to be offered day and night by the faithful before the 
Sacred Body of Jesus Christ.  These prayers should be prayed for forty hours continuously in 
each church according to the order determined by the Vicar.”  From this order this devotion 
of Forty Hours spread rapidly. 

In 1550 St. Philip Neri and St. Ignatius Loyola also instituted and help spread this practice, 
especially for the forgiveness of sins.  Recognizing the tremendous graces offered by this  
devotion Pope Clement VIII in his letter Graves et diuturnae in 1592 proclaimed, “We have 
established publicly in this Mother City of Rome an uninterrupted course of prayer in       
different churches, that is Forty Hours Devotion.”  Pope Clement XI established regulations 
for the devotions that we know as Instructio Clementina in 1705. 

In the United States, St. John Neumann, the fourth bishop of Philadelphia, promoted the   
Forty Hours Devotion.  St. John had a great devotion to our Lord in the Blessed Sacrament, 
and desired to foster such a spiritual life in his people. 

At that time a strong anti-Catholic sentiment was found in Philadelphia.  During the Know 
Nothing Riots of 1844, two churches were burned and another was saved by the threat of 
gunfire.  Some priests advised St. John that the introduction of the 40 Hours Devotion would 
only cause more hatred against Catholics and expose the Blessed Sacrament to                    
desecration.  The saint was confused. 

However, one night while working very late at his desk, he fell asleep.  The candle on the 
desk burnt down and charred papers, but they were still readable.  He awoke surprised and 
thankful that a fire had not ignited.  He fell to his knees and gave thanks to God and heard 
His voice saying, “As the flames are burning here without consuming or injuring the       
writing, so shall I pour out my grace in the Blessed Sacrament without prejudice to My    
honor.  Fear no profanation, therefore; hesitate no longer to carry out your design for my 
glory.” 

Then, the Bishop introduced the practice of 40 Hours Devotion in 1853 at St. Philip Neri Par-
ish in South Philadelphia, an appropriate place since that saint had started the devotion in 
the city of Rome.  Then, St. John introduced the program for the entire diocese, so that each 
parish would have Forty Hours Devotion.  This was so successful that the Forty Hours Devo-
tion spread to other dioceses. 

The Forty Hours Devotion is a great opportunity for the spiritual growth of each person and 
the parish as a whole.  The seminarians pray for all of you in the Diocese of Philadelphia, 
for each other in their vocation to the priesthood, and for their professors who teach 
them.  In a world where there are great temptations and evil, where devotion to Mass and 
the Eucharist have declined, where the practice of penance has been forgotten, we need the 
Forty Hours Devotion more than ever. 
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
