TWELFTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 

Church Floor  
 

Today the church floor renovation project begins.  Several people have come forward to say that they will 
assist with the unbolting of the pews and the removal of the carpeting today.  We are most grateful to all 
who will volunteer today as that will help us save much money. 
 

When the church was originally constructed a hard wood floor was installed.  As far as we can tell, the hard 
wood floor was used for the first 30 or so years of the church’s existence.  Sometime in the 1950s a linole-
um floor was installed which was later removed when carpeting was installed sometime during the 1970s. 
The present carpet was installed seven years ago but it has not held up well.  It is stained and worn in many 
places. Experience shows that carpeting is never a good idea in public buildings where there is a lot of foot 
traffic. 
 

When we first began discussing a new floor for the church we looked at a few different options: 
 

1. Refinishing the original hard wood floor 
 

2. Installing a stone or tile floor 
 

3.  Installing a new hard wood floor 
 

It didn’t take long for us to decide against refinishing the original hard wood floor because it had been so 
badly damaged over the years by the linoleum and carpeting.  Additionally, arson damage from 25 years 
ago destroyed a large section of the flooring in the front of the church and it would have been impossible to 
match the type of wood.  Finally, it would have cost more to redo the original floor than replace it with a 
new wooden floor. 
 

While we had originally hoped to install a stone or tile floor throughout the church, it simply was cost    
prohibitive.  More than $70,000.00 worth of work would need to be done in the basement of the church to 
support the weight of the new floor. Additionally, the pews would need to be removed entirely from the 
church and would have cost thousands of dollars to place in storage.  Finally, the cost of the tile and labor 
would have amounted to approximately $100,000.00.  In total the project would have cost about $175 to 
$180 grand to complete.  It was simply beyond our means. 
 

Therefore, we have opted to install a new commercial grade engineered hard wood floor at the cost of     
approximately $40,000.00.  It is an oak floor which has been stained to complement the color of the pews.  
When finished it should be very attractive and last for many years. 
 

Again, thanks to all who have embraced our Vision 26 campaign which has enabled us to make these       
improvements to our property. 
 

Cereal Sunday Postponed until August 
 

On the First Sunday of each month, we collect cereal for the needy.  Because of the floor renovation, we 

may not be in Church for the first Sunday of July.  Therefore, we are going to cancel the July cereal collec-

tion and pick it up again in August.  Thanks to all our parishioners who are continuously supportive of our 

monthly breakfast cereal drive.

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June 23, 2024  -  TWELFTH SUNDAY 
IN ORDINARY TIME 

Reflection by Rev. Leonard N. Peterson 

We are approaching the 24th anniversary of a 
thrilling, gripping, and terrifying film called 
“The Perfect Storm.”  

Based on a true story, the film tells of the   
courageous men and women who risk their 
lives every working day, pitting their fishing 
boats and rescue vessels against the capricious forces of nature. It’s the story of the “Andrea 
Gail” a commercial fishing vessel that was lost at sea with all hands-on Halloween of 1991, 
when they were confronted by 3 raging weather fronts which unexpectedly collide to       
produce the greatest, fiercest storm in modern history – ”The Perfect Storm.”  

Mark’s gospel is often sparing in detail, but we can well imagine the fear in the hearts of 
even these professional fishermen later to be called “Apostles” when such a storm arises 
with them in a relatively small fishing boat. But Mark adds that someone else was with them 
in the boat. We know Him as Our Lord and God, a most powerful person whom we know can 
take away all fears. And He’s asleep, of all things! (May I observe that “Even God can take a 
nap”?) And so, He is forced to wake up and then scold the very wind and waters that He    
created and tell them to quiet and still. Of course, the men had to ask themselves “What sort 
of man us this?” Later, they would learn about Him for sure. 

Now what about us? What do we do with all our twenty plus centuries of Christian dogma 
tucked away somewhere? We can’t just regard this episode as a fun story for a Summer’s 
Day. 

One reaction we could have, with not a little effort on our part at select times, is to pack up 
all our fears and figuratively lay them at Christ’s feet. If it’s too difficult to do it at once, do it 
one step at a time. 

Here’s a little story I like called “The Bishop.” One Saturday night a newly ordained priest    
received a last-minute assignment from his bishop to deliver the Sunday homily at the    
bishop’s cathedral. “But how can I do this?” he asked the bishop. “I’ve never before preached 
to a large congregation such as yours, and I have nothing prepared!” To which the bishop  
replied, “Trust the Lord, young man. Just trust the Lord.” 

Later that night the young preacher leafed through the bishop’s bible, searching for inspira-
tion. He came upon some typed notes the bishop had tucked in the bible. After reading 
them over the priest liked them so much that he took them to the pulpit next morning. The 
young priest impressed the congregation with words having a wisdom in them beyond his 
years. After Mass, many people thanked him for his excellent preaching. Then the bishop 
himself came through the crowd and said “Young man, you preached the homily I was going 
to deliver tonight. Now what shall I do?” “Trust the Lord, bishop,” said the young man. “Just 
trust the Lord!”
